Set up in 2000, CONWAC is a 50/50 Joint 

Venture with WISCO (Wuhan Iron and Steel 

Corporation), one of the major steel players in 

China. Primarily involved in the Metals business 

with WISCO as its main customer, CONWAC 

equipped most of the lines for WISCO’s third 

silicon plant. The company was also chosen as 

preferred electrical vendor for the revamping of 

WISCO’s fi rst silicon plant.

From its traditional focus on processing lines, 

CONWAC has gradually and successfully 

extended its scope and know-how to rolling 

mills.

In 2008 EDC signed a letter of intent with the 

Indian Institute of Technology Madras (IITM), a 

leading Indian technical institute, to set up the 

EDC Technology Center. This initiative will pave 

the way for providing world-class resources and 

infrastructure to fully support Converteam glo-

bal R&D activities from EDC.
